The Super Hybrid System can systemat-
ically distribute incoming calls to a group
of operators or agents, providing outside
callers with an outgoing message* when
all members of the group are busy. To en-
sure that callers are not kept waiting, a
timetable can be established to deter-
mine when calls overflow to another ex-
